Important Information

This is a 100% payback class only. There is NO guaranteed payout.

Driver Requirements
Drivers must be 12–15 years old and unlicensed.
A parent or legal guardian must sign the minor waiver.
A parent or guardian MUST ride in the car as the passenger.
The youth driver:

MUST attend the drivers meeting.
MUST attend the youth meeting with their parent/guardian.

The youth driver may ONLY drive:
From the lineup area to the track.

Pit Area Rules
Only a licensed driver may:

Unload the car
Drive the car to inspection
Drive the car to lineup
Drive the car off the track after the event
Load the car back onto the trailer

Allowed Vehicles
Any 4-cylinder or 6-cylinder unibody car
Maximum wheelbase: 109 inches
NO SUVs allowed

General Rules
This is a bone stock class.
Do NOT make any changes unless the rules specifically allow it.
No work may be done to the car after inspection.
Any illegal changes after inspection will result in:

Immediate disqualification
No refund of entry fee, pit pass, or gate admission

Judges’ decisions are final.
Cars may be re-inspected at any time.
No pit people are allowed in the arena.
NO alcohol or drugs allowed.



Demolition Derby: Youth Compact Stock Rules Continued

Safety Rules
DOT-approved helmet is required.
Safety belt is required.
Long pants and shirts are required.
If the helmet comes off during the event, the driver and car will be disqualified.
Driver and passenger seats must both be installed with working seatbelts.
Driver must be able to:

See over the steering wheel
Reach both pedals

Steering wheel must be padded and taped.
Both driver and passenger doors must be padded.
A bar must be installed in the passenger-side door

Riding on Vehicles
NO riding on the outside of vehicles at ANY time.

Interior Rules
Remove the following before arriving:

Headliner
Carpet
Door panels
Rear seats
Chrome molding strips

For station wagons:
Remove all rear seats
Remove deck lids

Also:
No loose items inside the car.

Glass and Airbags:
Side windows
Rear windows
Headlights
Taillights

Cars must be completely cleaned out:
No broken glass
No junk tires
No loose metal parts

All airbags must be removed.
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Numbers and Paint
Numbers must be painted on:

Both sides of the car
The roof

Numbers must be at least 20 inches tall.
Cars may be decorated in good taste.

Door Colors
Driver door:

Painted white with a 24-inch orange circle, OR Entire door painted orange
Passenger door:

Must be painted orange

Stock-size DOT tires only
NO split rims
NO studded tires
NO wire spoke wheels
Remove all wheel weights
NO water in tires
NO tires screwed to rims

Tires and Wheels

Electronics
NO two-way radios
NO steering knobs

Bumpers
Bumpers must be stock.
Bottom of bumpers may not be higher than 21 inches from the ground.

Firewalls
All excessive holes in the firewall must be covered. There was more info on the paper than
what I could see.
